Title: IT Committee 

The COG wishes to give formal structure to the current IT Committee, so in furtherance of this  

objective, the IT Committee shall: 

1. Facilitate the transfer of the information among Lions in the multiple District, taking 

advantage 

      of the latest technology available. 

2. Be composed of one person from each District who currently serves as that Districts IT chair; 

      If the District has no chair, or that person chooses not to serve, the District Governor of that 

      District shall appoint a representative. 

3. Meet at least once per year as a committee.    

4. Give a written report to the Council of Governors at least once per year.

Also, in the event expenses are incurred in the second District supported by 

the team member, the expenses shall be submitted to the State GMT or State GLT Coordinator for 

approval and submission for payment and approved by the Council of Governors Multiple District 

Treasurer.

2. Both Doug and I have District GLT/GMT Coordinators who are also on the MD GLT/GMT 

team, and they are working with their home district as well as another district.  The section 

beginning with “In the event that a member of the State GMT……” is what I added.  The 

purpose is to indicate that when a state GLT/GMT team member is also a District GLT/GMT 

coordinator, expenses they incur within their “home” district shall be submitted to their  

“home” District, not the MD.  When they have expenses when working in their second  

district, those funds should be submitted to the MD, not their “home” district.

 Research and Long-Range Planning Committee Report 

 

Your committee met at 10AM on Saturday, October 1, 2011, at the Wisconsin Lions Camp in Rosholt, 

Wisconsin.  Members present were PID Art Marson, PDG Arlen Milestone, PDG Pat Mrotek, Lion Mike 

Roosevelt and PID Harry Merriman. 

 

The Committee's discussion continued where it had left off at the March meeting, with the object of identifying 

issues of a long-range nature and developing a long-range plan for Multiple District 27 which could be 

submitted to the Council for approval.  Three broad categories were identified; those of finance, membership, 

and leadership.  In addition, certain subordinate - but important - points were considered. 

 

In the area of finance, your Committee continues to call attention to the fact that our Multiple District is trying 

to the same things it did years ago, while experiencing inflation on the one side and declining membership (and 

therefore declining income) on the other.  It was further noted that the State Newspaper absorbs almost 40% of 

revenue, leaving less for other activities as a result.  A suggestion was made to consider distributing the 

newspaper electronically as a cost-saving measure. 

 

Your Committee continues to feel that - if we can solve our leadership problems - our membership problem will 

solve itself; but also that more emphasis could be placed on attracting women members, and declining 

attendance at District Conventions should be addressed. 

 

A considerable time was spent discussing leadership, and the fact that Districts have difficulty in attracting 

qualified candidates for District Governor.  One of the tools suggested was an informal District PDG 

organization which would identify and encourage Lions with leadership potential to advance;  that those Lions 

who have no desire to advance beyond the Cabinet level be replaced. 

 

Your Committee feels that it is one of the major responsibilities of Zone Chairs to identify and encourage Club 

officers to accept positions on the District level, since it is the Zone Chairs who first come into contact with 

potential leaders. 

 

It was also recognized that the extra duties assumed by the District Governors in MD 27 make it more - rather 

than less - difficult to find qualified candidates for Governor.  One of the tools offered is the fact that the Vice-

Governor could make many of the visits now made by the Governor, allowing the Governor to concentrate on 

"trouble spots" and on other duties. 
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Turning briefly to the "Pride" Campaign, your Committee gave consideration to the concept of providing some 

form of recognition to donors, similar to what was done by the Eye Bank, to increase donations.  Because this is 

not strictly within the scope of your Committee, it will be referred to the Pride organization. 

 

In developing a long-range plan, your Committee decided to conduct a survey of Lions on the State and District 

levels to determine what those Lions feel are the long-range goals of MD 27.  Your Committee hopes that such 

a survey can be sent out shortly after the first of the year, and at least preliminary results presented to the 

Council in March.

YOUTH EXCHANGE COMMITTEE REPORT 

 

Final figures have been completed for the summer 2011 youth exchange camp held at Dundee, WI in  

July 2011.  A total of 56 youth were present, 10 Lion adult and 15 counselors.  The cost per day, per camper 

came to $30.54.  It is a bit higher than last year due to increase camp cost and food, but well within the 

annual budget.  Over all, I would challenge any one to do a camp for that cost.  Our reasonable cost comes  

from all staff, adults, cooks and counselors are volunteers. 

 

We are receiving apps for the winter program.  Thus far, apps were received from Australia and Peru. 

I am expecting possibly two apps from Costa Rica.  The winter program runs different than the summer, as the 

youth “shadow” a host sibling in the school system.  There are no required classes or credits given, but does 

Give the youth a chance to interact with other young people and see our educational system. 

 

At out committee meeting in September, the following chairs were elected into the given positions: 

Incoming chair, Lion Ray Tweedale; outgoing chair, Lion John Ziino and camp directors: Lion Sandy 

King and Ben August.  Camp dates will be July 22-31, 2012.

Information Technology Report ‐ October 8, 2011 ‐ Tom Clausen 

 
I was approached by Connie LeCleir‐Meyer and Doug Flemming from the GLT/GMT in August to see 

if the IT people could help them out by using some kind of technology for their training. By the end of the 

month, I contacted the other District IT Chairs and asked if they wanted to help out. The response was dismal 

except for one who thought that meeting electronically was not his way of meeting or learning. I helped 

Connie with her new GLT/GMT website http://e‐district.org/sites/md27glt/ and found that she needed a more 

robust platform to accomplish her goals. I found a company that does collaborative learning using meeting 

room software. This software will allow the presenter to share his or her screen or presentation as well as 

provides the ability for two way voice communication over the net with a group of people. There is also a chat 

feature. They are in the process of determining if this will meet their needs and if it is worth the expenditure. 

I am concerned about our state website. The hosting provider is Lion Chuck Basford from D1 who sells 

hosting services through his business. I believe we spend around $190 per year for this service which includes 

our domain name. A few years back we ran into our allotted storage space and we had to increase our 

payment. It looks like we will be approaching this limit again if we continue to house all former copies of our 

newspaper and other documents in addition to placing the state convention materials on our site. Also, we do 

not own our domain name. Allowing Chuck’s business to register our domain name sort of locks us in to him 

providing the hosting service and prevents us from shopping around for a service more in line with today’s 

pricing schedule. 

I have taken steps to make sure the state has ownership and top authority of our site by placing the 

state office as the owner of the site. So, at any time the council could go to the provider and request a new 

username and password and take control of the site. 

Long range plans would be to find a provider that would allow us to host other sites, similar to what 

Lion Chuck is doing with us. Then, we would be one level up and in essence, master of our own domain. If this 

would happen, we would then be in line to offer hosting for any district that is capable of authoring or 

developing their own site. Districts that use template sites, B2 and C1, would still be free to go that route. The 

new storage and data transfer limits are now adequate where storage and data transfer is no longer an issue. I 

even found a company that allows unlimited service for $10 per month with a one year contract. Check out 

whois.com. This is a highly recognized company in the Internet business. I also have a contact with a company 

in Minneapolis that hosted the state convention the year that Wilson Mills was chairman. Wilson used this 

company and the owner offered us a similar package for only $48 per year. 

Four districts have their hosting with Chuck and he also owns their domain name. I believe A2, B1, D1, 

and E1. A1, B2, C1, C2, D2 and E2 have ventured out on their own, for various reasons, getting domain names 

other than the standard md27xx.org that we tried to standardize on when this first started. Thinking long 

range again, having all 10 districts with similar domain names would be an advantage for those jumping from 

site to site without having to Google the site or find a page with all 10 links on it like the one on our state site. 

Currently, C1 has purchased lions27c1.org. I have checked and all 9 others that match this configuration are 

open for purchase. I don’t think that we would have to grab it quickly as it is very unique and I doubt if anyone 

would want this naming convention. B2 has a similar name, but theirs ends in .com. Pulling this off would 

have to take a very coordinated effort and lots and people from all districts would have to buy into this. It’s 

that “change” thing.

Report for District Cabinet meeting - Lions Quest - September 30, 2011 

 

Our Core 4 Grant request was approved for $66,666 from LCIF for a 2-year grant. The Lions/Lioness clubs 

from the combined districts of 27A1 and 27A2 are committed to provide matching funds of $22,222 over the 

life of the grant. With 102 Lions and 28 Lioness clubs between the 2 districts, this averages to $85.60/ 

club/year. Please remember LIONS QUEST in your annual donations. All donations should be made out to 

Lions Quest- 27A2 and sent to our district. The funds stay in our district to be used only for Lions Quest 

purposes. Of course, any donations above the average amount would be greatly appreciated to grow this 

program in our district!  

 

We are now looking for interested schools, administrators, teachers, guidance counselors, youth group leaders 

and Lions/Lioness to sign up for workshops. We will be able to have 4 workshops per year with up to 36 

participants per workshop, with a maximum of 5 Lions/Lioness per workshop. The cost per participant is $25, 

which includes food and a curriculum specific for the grade level taught. Each teacher will also receive a 

stipend to purchase additional Lions Quest materials to implement the program in the schools. 

 

I am still looking for a Lions Quest liaison designated from each club in our district. This Lion/Lioness would 

be willing to contact their local school(s) to assess their interest/need for the Lions Quest program and follow up 

in particular if teachers from their schools participate in a workshop. Look up information on the Lions Quest 

website at lionsquest.org to familiarize yourself with this LCIF sponsored program.

Lions Eye Bank Report-Council of Governors- October 8, 2011 

 

The LEBW is pleased to announce the hiring of Art O’Neal as our new Executive Director. Art began his duties 

on October 3, and brings extensive tissue and eye banking experience to our Lion eye bank. Previous to joining 

the LEBW he was Vice-President of Donor Services at Tissue Banks International based in Tennessee. He was 

responsible for managing the Executive Directors of several Eye Banks where he was responsible for each 

location’s number and quality of tissues recovered and transplanted, as well as FDA inspections and Eye Bank 

Association certifications.  Prior to his work in Tennessee, he worked as Group Director of Marketing at 

Medtronic Sofamor Danek and at DePuy Orthopedics. He earned his BS degree in Business administration, 

marketing and finance at the University of Houston. 

 

The LEBW has been very busy with an increased level of tissue donation and if the current pace remains for the 

rest of the calendar year, we should exceed all previous year’s donations. Consequently our transport network 

set a new record in September with over 300 individual transport legs! We can’t thank the transporters enough 

for the help they provide the eye bank. We’re also pleased to report that the State donor registry program has 

now registered nearly 1 million people in Wisconsin, with 29,000 directly on line and 971,000 through the Dept 

of Transportation driver’s licensing offices. This is indeed great news as the original goal was two million so we 

are half way there and we’ve only been at this a year and a half. The Lions efforts utilizing the 350 registry kits 

distributed in the state promoting the online registry are paying off. A news conference will be held tentatively 

on October 11 to commemorate this milestone. 

 

While our Capital Campaign has concluded, there is still an opportunity for clubs to donate to the LEBW 

transporter room and have their club’s or personal names on the plaque. We asked clubs to submit a $10 

donation/transporter in order to have their club or transporters listed, and we’re extending this program until 

May at the conclusion of the Lions State Convention. Please remind your clubs of this opportunity for 

recognition. As in the past, the popular Knight of Sight program continues to be available to recognize Lions 

and clubs that donate at the $1000 level. We also thank all Lions clubs for their fantastic support of our Capital 

Campaign last year. 

 

Finally, we’re looking forward to attending your conventions this fall and next spring. The Eye Bank will want 

a table at each of these and when possible, a chance to speak briefly about the LEBW. In addition to President 

Tom King, either Jerry Rabbach or Rick Daluge will be attending each convention and Executive Director Art 

O’Neal will try to attend several of the conventions as well.

The 

Host Committee seeks approval to have “Let Me Be Frank” a musical comedy tribute from 7:00 to 9:00 pm at a 

cost of $25.00 per person with $10.00 of each admission going to Lions Pride Campaign if at least 300 tickets 

are sold. General hospitality would run from 8:00 to 11:00 pm and would feature a DJ and treats and beverage 

provided by the Host Committee or other sponsors running for other events.  

 

I believe that the Host Committee is coming together to put on a good convention, however, the items that 

would normally be covered by contract need to be resolved.

5. Suggested ways to increase LCIF donations to provide hope to even more people:

a. It is one of the world’s most contagious diseases- -90% of those without immunity will quickly 

contract measles, when exposed to the measles virus.  (witness the most recent 3 cases reported 

in Milwaukee) 

b. Poor children are most likely to have severe complications from measles- -it causes brain 

damage, hearing loss and blindness. 

c.  Measles can be prevented through a safe and inexpensive vaccination. 

4. Why the Measles Initiative? 

a. The Measles Initiative is successfully working to eliminate this deadly disease; thanks to the MI 

there has been a 90% reduction in measles deaths in every country but India. 

b. The Measles Initiative is one of the greatest success stories in public health- -a child’s life can be 

saved for less than U.S. $1.00 

c. The work of the Measles Initiative supports the UN’s Millennium Development Goals- -in the 

last 10 years, the Initiative has reduced global childhood mortality by 24%! 

5. 2010-2011 Pilot Projects 

a. The Lions in Madagascar, Ethiopia, Nigeria and Mali supported measles immunization 

campaigns through social mobilization and advocacy. 

b. More than 40 million children were immunized against measles!
