YOUTH EXCHANGE REPORT  

JANUARY 7, 2012 

 

We are in the middle of our Winter Program, with the youth from Australia and Costa Rica here now, for a total 

of four youth.  We are expecting five Peruvian to arrive the Middle of January. All winter youth were placed in 

the C1 district…areas of Stevens Point, Pittsville, Marshfield, Wausau and Mosinee.  These youth people do a 

“shadowing” program at area schools with their host sibling during the time they are here.  The Australian and 

Costa Rica youth are here from the first part of December until the first part of January for a total stay of 4 ½ to 

5 weeks.  The Peruvian youth arrive mid January and stay until the end of February for approm a 6 week stay. 

 

Applications for our summer 2012 program are arriving as are apps for going abroad.  We expect around 60-70 

apps and will probably have a total of 50-55 youth for our summer camp.  Our camp for 2012 will be July 22-

, with visitor’s day being July 26

issues as well as start to put together our annual budget.   Several budget cuts/changes were discussed at our 

September meeting and will be implemented in our new budget.   

 

One area of concern is getting youth to the given host family areas.  Too often we have youth arriving at major 

airports and “trying” to use public transportation to get to host families.  The youth do not realize we are a 

“nation of car users”.  Public transportation is rather poor in Wisconsin, plus the concern for safety of the youth. 

The committee will be looking at developing a “transportation chair” to assist getting youth to the given 

districts/airports. 
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Districts, please remember your annual donation to the state youth exchange project of $1700.  We would like 

to see all donations sent to the State Lions Office before the end of this fiscal year. 

 

We are looking forward for another successful year and wonderful young people from around the world.

     (approximately $1,000/yr). 

 An ad-hoc PR committee was formed to plan and administer this grant.

Area of Greatest Need: Donations in this category will support all program areas and allow LCIF the flexibility to 

supplement initiatives where additional funding is necessary or where the need is most urgent.  

Disaster: Donations designated here enable LCIF to direct the funds to the area’s most in need following disasters in 

order to provide for immediate, mid and long-term relief.  

Sight: Donations here seek to support hundreds of sight-related activities ranging from equipping eye clinics to 

providing Braille computers for the visually impaired.  

Youth: Donations in this category support the Lions Quest program and other initiatives such as educational 

infrastructure improvements and programs to assist at-risk youth.  

Humanitarian Needs: Donations here will fund projects that meet diverse community needs beyond sight, disaster 

and youth, such as the measles program, water wells and vocational training programs for the disabled.

Lions Eye Bank of Wisconsin Report COG Jan 7, 2012 
 

Through December 20, 2011 the LEBW has helped 1018 cornea recipients either gain or restore their vision, 
breaking an all-time record in the history of the Eye Bank. 832 of these recipients are Wisconsin residents! Our 
previous best year was 2007 when we helped 992 recipients and 699 of those recipients were Wisconsin residents.  
Also through December 20, 2011 we have honored the wishes of 824 Wisconsin Eye tissue donors, also a new 
record! Our previous best year was 2007 when we honored the wishes of 805 Wisconsin donors.  
In November Mikelanne Schipper was promoted to Quality Manager. Mikelanne has worked with LEBW for three 
years as a Laboratory Technician where she did an outstanding job working with donor families, Lion and Lioness 
transporters, surgeons, Medical Examiners and hospital personnel, with tissue recovery, transportation, evaluation 
and distribution.  
On December 3rd we hosted our first annual Holiday Open House at the LEBW. Over 100 folks attended from babies 
to Lions of all ages. A bus load of Leos from Southwest Wisconsin attended as did a group of Lions from Wausau. 
LEBW staff member Jerry Rabbach played Santa Claus as evidenced in this photo  
 

 
 
In January, February, March, and April we will attend all of the upcoming Lions district conventions and look 
forward to meeting more Lions, Lioness, and Leos! Executive Director Art will also attend the PDG meeting on Feb 
4th and that same day the LEBW will host the State Lions Diabetes focus group at our offices. PDG Jerry Rabbach 
and PDG Rick Daluge have been visiting with transporter support groups around the state this fall and will be doing 
more of these this spring. They met with groups in Fond du Lac, Milwaukee, Eau Claire, and have Janesville 
scheduled later this month. As our donor numbers grow and surgeries increase in Wisconsin, the work of the 
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transporters increases and becomes ever more critical to the LEBW mission! 

 
The Lions Eye Bank of Wisconsin is proud to announce that Community Relations staffer, Jerry Rabbach, is the 
recipient of a 100 million commemorative medal from Donate Life America. The medal recognizes individuals who 
are committed to saving lives by increasing awareness of organ, tissue and eye donation. Nationwide 100 million 
people have signed up on their state registries and 1 million people have signed up here in Wisconsin since the 
wŜƎƛǎǘǊȅΩǎ ƛƴŎŜǇǘƛƻƴΦ ¢Ƙŀt is a major milestone for donation. The Donate Life Wisconsin chapter awarded Jerry the 
medal at their last meeting. Jerry has helped support the registry by creating information packets that Lions Club 
members across the state can use to educate their communities.

Report of the State Convention Coordinator 

 
I have met with the Convention Host Committee three times since my last report. Arrangements for the various 
functions during the convention have been moving along. Specific items requiring Council approval will be covered at 
the end of this report.  
 
The Convention Host Committee is in the process of incorporating or some other legal status to serve as the Host 
Committee. A draft of a contract has been presented to the Convention Host Committee for comments, but I have not 
heard back from them regarding the contract. The draft of the contract was also furnished to the Council Chair for 
comments.  
 
First of all, I must apologize to the Council. I got the theme wrong when we asked for approval at the last Council

The Chairperson of the Convention Host Committee shall be a member 
in good standing of one of the Lions Clubs listed above. Copies of the minutes of all meetings of the Convention Host 
Committee shall be furnished to the State Convention Coordinator within twenty (20) days of each meeting.  

II. Annual State Lions Convention: The success or failure of the annual State Lions Convention is the responsibility of the 
State Council, and therefore:  
 
(1). All convention activities shall be under the control of the State Council or its duly appointed representative.  
(2). The State Council shall have the sole and complete control over all of the activities of the Convention program, 
including the Convention program, necrology services if held, district meetings, seminars, luncheons, banquets, contest, 
parades and all other activities of the entire Convention.  
(3). All scheduled events and activities held during the Convention shall be submitted to the State Council for approval 
no later than the March Council of Governors meeting preceding the Convention.  
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(4). The State Council reserves the right to approve the Convention souvenir badges and/or pins, the selection of 
speakers, entertainment, distinguished guest, and the price of all events (banquets, luncheons, breakfast or brunch, golf, 
program book ads). These items, as appropriate, shall be submitted to the State Council for approval no later that the 
January Council of Governors meeting preceding the Convention.  
(5). The Convention Host Committee shall abide by any requirements set forth in the State Policy Manual. Any deviation 
from established Policy must be approved by the State Council.  
III. Responsibilities and Prerogatives of the State Council:  
(1). Meeting Halls: The State Council or its duly appointed representative shall approve the selection of all meeting halls,

(4). Reservations: The State Council or its duly appointed representative shall solicit the distinguished guest list for 
reservations at the host hotel prior to December 31, 2011. The distinguished guest will have until January 31, 2012 to 
make housing arrangements at the host hotel before making rooms available to the general Lions population.  
(5). Meal Programs: The State Council or its duly appointed representative will submit all information needed to prepare

The State Council or its duly appointed representative will communicate all necessary changes if any to 
the Convention Host Committee by May 1, 2012.  
(9). Dignitary Expenses: The State Council is responsible for the cost of registration, Friday luncheon, Saturday luncheon,

Supply suitable halls with public address systems for convention seminars and meetings with the following minimum 
requirements:

Termination: In the event that at any time prior to the opening day of the State Convention, the Convention Host 
Committee fails or neglect to comply with all terms of this agreement, the State Council will notify the Convention Host 
Committee of the non-compliance and if not corrected within a reasonable time agreed to by both parties, may elect to 
declare this Contract terminated and the rights of the Convention Host Committee forfeited. Any money due said 
Convention Host Committee shall likewise be declared forfeited and the State Convention may be awarded to 
whomever the State Council may designate.  
VIII. Non-Liability of Debts: It is further understood and agreed that Lions Clubs International and the State Council shall 
in no manner be obligated for any expenses incurred by the Convention Host Committee, the Host Club(s), the 
Convention City, or by anyone by virtue of the terms of this agreement. The State Council shall in no form or manner be 
liable for any obligations incurred in connection with the Annual State Convention, by anyone, including the Convention 
City, the Host Lions Club(s), the Convention Host Corporation, and any and all parties in any way connected with the 
holding and staging of the Annual State Convention.                   
IX. Notice of Default: If either party hereto shall be in default under any provision of this contract, the other party, prior 
to exercising any option arising upon such default, shall give the defaulting party a written notice of such default, and 
the defaulting party shall have thirty (30) days in which to remedy such default, unless a shorter time be provided 
elsewhere in this contract, in which case the shorter time shall apply.  
X. Approval by the State Council: Any matter referred to herein as requiring the approval of the State Council shall be 
deemed approved within thirty (30) days after submission of the same to the State Council, unless disapproval is 
received before the expiration of said thirty (30) days. Submission on said matters to the State Council shall be made 
personally or by ordinary mail, but will always be in writing. The date of submission shall be the date of actual delivery or 
by the postmark on the mail, as the case may be.  
XI. Disbursements of Profits: As the State Council assumes no liability for any debts of the Convention Host Committee; 
they agree likewise that they have no control over the disbursement of any profits except those payments explicitly 
called for in this Contract. The profits are in no way earmarked for any projects, and shall be disbursed by the Lions 
Club(s) involved as they see fit, subject to their Constitution and By-Laws.
